8. Support for those affected by bullying

8.1. Support, counselling and additional guidance will be offered to all parties involved. This may
include parents. Those listed below are people to whom pupils and parents may turn for support
and guidance on any bullying issues:

● Deputy Master, Deputy Head (Pastoral) / DSL, Assistant Head (Pupil Progress and
Behaviour)r and the Child Protection Team;

● HMs and the team of Tutors working within each House;

● Assistant Head (Pastoral), Head of Sixth Form and the Heads of Year;

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9.8. Sanctions applied and management approaches adopted will depend on the seriousness of an
incident. Haileybury has a clear policy on Rewards, Behaviour and Sanctions. Any sanctions will
be decided in line with this policy.

9.9. Given that bullying can have a serious detrimental effect on the pupil being bullied and on the
community more widely, it should be recognised that a pupil may face expulsion for bullying and
that this serious punishment can be applied even to a first occurrence and irrespective of the
